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 	Stepping into the DuBois Fort Visitor Center this year may be a very 
different experience. Several changes will greet our guests. First will be a 
revamped Museum Shop. Over the winter, the Historic Preservation crew 
at HHS tackled long-standing problems with the plaster and repainted the 
room. Rebecca Mackey, Visitor Center Coordinator, then went to work with 
the help of many of the staff at HHS. The goal is to streamline the guests 
experience and the look and feeling of the Museum Shop. 
	The results: a refreshed Museum Shop that is an even better backdrop for our 
unique merchandise; new products, including several items that are exclusive 
to HHS; and the reopening of a door directly into the Museum Shop, allowing 
guests greater access to the Shop
 In addition to these changes, the rest of the first floor has been re-purposed. 
The large center room will now be used as a gallery where works from the 
collection and local artists will be shown. Local artists’ work will be consigned 
with the Museum Shop, as is a current show by artist Diane Matsakis. The 
orientation exhibit and the installation about the Old Fort Restaurant have 
been moved to the western-most room.
 Finally, upstairs guests will find a new and unique exhibit, Before Hudson.
